The first Agricola Pilgrim 

Holiness church building was 

erected in 1954. It was to be-

come a model for how some 

of the Pilgrim Holiness 

churches in Guyana were to 

be built, that is, from lumber 

taken from another disman-

tled building. In 1954 Rev. 

Maxey Walton, the then Dis-

trict Superintendent,  along 

with Rev. Donalt Ault -

District Superintendent of the 

Nazarene churchðdismantled 

a home in the upper regions 

of the Demerara River and 

shared the lumber for church 

buildings. It was this lumber 

that was used to build the 

Agricola church. The church 

was built slightly off the 

ground, on stilts, and aired by 

rows of high glass windows 

lining the sides. The roof of 

zinc sheets shielded the 

church folks from the blazing 

head and the downpours of 

rain. The covered entrance 

was bordered with lattice 

work on both sides. Inside, at 

the opposite end of the en-

trance stood the pulpit.  

Revs. Benson Wilson and 

Clinton Schultz spearheaded 

the building of the Agricola 

church at that time. At the 

time of the churchôs dedica-

tion on July 25th, 1954, Pas-

tor Randolph Holder was the 

presiding pastor.   

 

Sis Alberta Clarke was one of 

the early members associated 

with the Agricola church. She 

was the late wife of our be-

loved Rev. Leslie Millar, the 

first Guyanese District Super-

intendent.    

 

Over the years, pastors of the 

Agricola church include Jack 

Cameron, Frank Collymore, 

and Herbert Rodney. Rev. 

Herbert Rodney was consid-

ered a stalwart in the church, 

for his tireless efforts in men-

toring the ministers and lead-

ers of the church. In more 

recent times, Pastor Grantley 

Trotman nurtured this flock of 

believers at the Agricola 

church .

His sojourn in Brooklyn and 

Queens left the Moravian 

church the much better off for 

his presence. Likewise, all 

the institutions where he was 

called to serve.
